Forty Hours Devotions [“Quarant’ Ore”]

The more observant amongst you may have noticed tha
our weekend for this has changed from during Lent to the
end of Septembei{lt's one detail in this year's Diocesan
Directory which is actually correct!]

When | visited Our Lady & St Joseph’s on the 19th. &
20th. March last year, | noticed that, last year, these devo-
tions were due to take place on the 5th. Sunday of Lent, i.e
on the last Sunday before Holy Week itself. My immediate
reaction was that the Forty Hours Devotions would be bet-
ter outside Lent, so | discussed the matter with the Parish
Pastoral Council at the July meeting, putting forward the
following thoughts.

During Lent, we are preparing to celebrate the Paschal
Mystery of Christ’'s Death & Resurrection in the Great
Triduum of Holy Thursday, Good Friday & the Easter
Vigil. In my experience, this takes a lot of preparation. To
have Forty Hours during Lent, | think, distracts from pre-
paring for the greatest celebration in the whole of the
Church’s Year. Moreover, the Liturgy during Lent is
meant to have a more subdued & penitential character,
which Forty Hours would almost certainly interrupt - its
