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Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 

The Sunday Liturgy today appears to take us back into 
Ordinary Time.  But it’s not quite that simple!  The Gospel 
[and, therefore, also the first reading] continue the theme 
of the “Epiphany”, or “Manifestation” of Christ.  At the 
marriage feast at Cana in Galilee, Jesus “let his glory be 
seen - and his disciples believed in him.” 

This period of Ordinary Time is never very long but, 
this year, it’s very short -  just 5 Sundays.  Lent, therefore, 
begins four weeks on Wednesday.  During Lent, we pre-
pare to celebrate the Paschal Mystery of Christ’s death and 
resurrection: “by dying he destroyed our death and by ris-
ing he restored our life.” 

We celebrate this central Mystery of our Faith in the 
Great Three Day Feast [the Easter Triduum] of the  Mass 
of the Lord’s Supper on Holy Thursday, the Celebration of 
the Lord’s Passion on Good Friday and the Easter Vigil on 
Holy Saturday.  As many of you will realise, these are not 
so much three separate celebrations but one celebration in 
three parts.  Every Catholic Christian should therefore try 
to be present at all three parts of  “the Easter Triduum of 
the Passion & Resurrection of the Lord [which] is….. 
the  culmination of the entire liturgical year” [c.f. the Gen-
eral Norms  for the Liturgical year & the Calendar, section 
18].
