TIMOR

Chris Bain. Director of CAFOD writes : * The
sitnation of the people of East Timeor is well known to
me. 1t s a country that has sutfered many years of
violence and instability, Thanks to support from your
parish ai previous Fast Days, CAFOD has been able
to rebuild shattered lives and to restore hope fo
children like Marta Aurora who features in this vear’s
Harvest Fast Day poster.”

More that two thirds of East Timor’s men, women and
children were forced to flee for their lives in
September 1999 when violence erupted just two days
after East Timorese voted for independence from
Indonesia.

Two out of three homes were destroyed in widespread
looting and burning by vielent militias as Indonesian
forces retreated. Nine ount of ten schools and public
buildings were ransacked and many people lost their
lives.

UN peace-keeping forces were brought in o restore
peace to the troubled country, and last year, East

Timor was finally able to celebrate independence. But
there is still much work to be done belore life can
return to normal for children like Maria Aurora.
Today, more than hall of East Titnor's population still
has no access to clean drinking water,
