concludes with a Synod d Bish-
opsto refled onthe topic of ‘ The
Eucharist: Source and Summit of
the Life aad Mission d the
Church’.
Thaose resporsible for the Synod
have explained that it has been
cdled to addressacertain
‘Eucharistic need’, namely to
promote a‘Eucharistic pradicewhich cdlsfor a
renewed attitude of love that is expressed in ads of
faith in the One whois present for those mntinuing
to seach for him in ou world’
Pope JohnPaul recently reminded the Church that
it lives from the Eucharist, that the Sacament is
nourishment for her life and misgon: ‘arenewed
impetus in Christian living passes through the
Eucharist.’
Preading onthe occasion of the Solemnity of the
Body and Blood d Christ in 2004the Holy Father
guaed words from Paul’ sfirst letter to the Corin-
thians:

For as often asyou eat this bread and dink
the aup, you proclaimthe Lord©s death urtil
he comes. (1 Corinthians 11:26).

He ontinued: ‘With these words St. Paul reminds

the Christians of Corinth that the "Lord©s supper” is

not only a cnwvivia gathering, bu aso — and above
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all —the memorial of the redeem-
ing sacrificeof Christ. Whoever
takes part — the Apostle ex-
plains — unites himself to the
mystery of the death of the Lord,
in fad, becomes his"herald.”
‘Thereis, therefore, avery close
relation between “celebrating the
Eucharist” and proclaiming
Christ.
The Eucharist isthe Mystery of
Christ, but it aso revedsthe
Mystery of the Church and d the
lives of her members. There is much for usto con-
template in this Mystery. We ae invited to engage
with this Mystery each time we celebrate the Mass.
In the meantime the Liturgy Office has produced a
series of resources to promote times of prayer and
reflection before the Blessed Saaament.
