Three 
centres have been set up (Warwick Rd., the City Centre, Caldewgate) which can be approached for 
help in tidying up, accommodation, providing security, or just a sympathetic ear and a cup of tea. If 
you have diff iculty contacting the centres directly just ring 810616 or faili ng that the Rectory.  Sadly 
one of our parishioners died in the flood, Margaret Porter, whose Requiem Mass is next Wednesday. 
She had few relatives; for some time Mr McGahon used to bring her to Mass on Sunday. It would be 
good if a number of our parishioners attended her funeral Mass. We are no longer front page news in 
the papers but the needs are just as great if not greater. We have offered our church for the use of St 
Aidan’s parishioners whose own church is badly damaged. All of us must try to be aware of the dif-
