A plaque was presented to the Mayor to be displayed in 
the Civic Centre to mark an important development in the 
local people's recognition that what we buy in Carli sle 
often affects the livelihoods of many poor people in our 
world.   
 
Fairly traded goods guarantee a just return for the goods 
that farmers in the Third World provide us with.  There 
are many outlets for these products in Carlisle, not least 
the Carlisle World Shop (Lowthian's Lane, behind the 
HSBC bank). 
 
There are leaflets at the back of church indicating shops 
and cafes which stock these goods.
