Buses leave Carlisle that morning, and the 
Bishops have asked that every parish in England and 
Wales contributes in some way towards making our in-
fluence felt in the fight against world poverty. One thing 
we have been asked to do is to ensure that every parish 
in the land sends a sash with the name of the parish and 
the signatures of parishioners on it. The sash will be 
worn by either those attending the rally from that parish 
or will be sent to CAFOD where somebody will wear it 
on our behalf. The sash is at the back of church now 
ready for your signature. It is a practical way of showing 
our support for fair trade, aid, debt relief, and good gov-
ernance in the Third World.
