NOTES. 1. The SVP and the J & P Group look after their own 
accounts (which includes all CAFOD income) and they give a 
separate financial report to the parish. 
               2. Another large amount does not appear in the above 
report. In her will Lily Messenger left her house in Chapel 
Street to the parish. She wished it to be sold and the money 
given to the parish. This money (£120,000), for the time being, 
is invested with the diocese. We are grateful for her kindness. 
              3. Offertory collections were down by just £1000 on the 
previous year, but special collections were £6000 up  
               4. Gift Aid tax refunds were roughly the same as last 
year, but it is still t he third most important source of income for 
the parish. 
                5. Looking ahead we can see some major items of ex-
penditure. Supporting a new Youth Worker for the Deanery, 
essential repairs to the Rectory (you will soon see scaffolding 
going up round the place - a couple of chimneystacks  are tee-
tering ominously above Fr Jerome’s bedroom), the church heat-
ing system appears to need replacing - (we await a report on 
that), and a coat of paint is needed on the outside of the church 
and house.
