I have had the good fortune to done parish 
work in Chivuna and teaching in Mukasa, Choma, 
a year in all .  For the last 40 years, since the foun-
dation of the Diocese of Monze, other priests from 
our Lancaster Diocese have spent part of their min-
istry in the same Diocese: Fr Tim Sulli van, Fr 
Gerry Muir, Fr Norman Johnson, Fr Bert Taylor 
and others.  This link with the people and parishes 
of Zambia has been a source of grace to our Dio-
cese as well as serving the Zambia people’s needs. 
            This year the Zambian Diocese celebrates 
the 100 year anniversary of the coming of the Faith 
in the persons of the first two missionary priests: Fr 
Moreau and Fr Torrend.  I and other priests from 
our Diocese are joining them for this anniversary at 
the end of August.  With Mgr Gregory’s permis-
sion I would hope to take a gift out to them from 
our parish of Our Lady’s.  Would you support this?  
It would be good to take more than a ‘money-gift’ , 
but also your good wishes and prayers.  For this 
reason I thought a, ‘event’ (on Sunday 14th August 
after 10am Mass or the evening or a weekday?) 
would be an opportunity to do something.  Mgr 
Gregory suggested it might take the place of this 
year’s (missing) Summer Fayre, but nothing so 
grand as a ‘Fayre’ .
