THE APOSTLE SHIP OF THE SEA is the 
Church’s outreach to international seafarers. They 
have written to remind us that:- 
· 95% of the goods we use or consume come 

to us by sea. 
· Each year 100,000 merchant ships come to 

our shores and one milli on seafarers arrive at 
British ports.  

· 60% of all seafarers are Catholic. 
· Seafarers are typically away from home for 9 

to 12 months at a time and suffer loneliness, 
depression, and even exploitation. 

· Around the world three ships are lost and 
five seafarers kill ed every week.

WOMEN TOGETHER IN THE DIOCESE OF

THE RIGHT TO LIFE organisation has been in 
touch to thank, on behalf of 148 Peers in the 
House of Lords, those who supported them by 
writing letters or signing petitions opposing Lord 
Joffe’s Bill on the assisted Dying for the Termi-
nally Ill . They do point out that the battle is not yet 
won and that the euthanasia lobby has made it 
clear that they intend to continue. Our MPs ought 
also to be contacted expressing our concern about 
legalising euthanasia and assisted suicide. It is im-
portant to draw their attention to the fact that, 
without exception, every disabili ty group in the 
land has made clear their opposition to any such 
legislation on the grounds that it would totally un-
dermine the basic rights of people with disabiliti es. 
 
THE MARYVA LE INSTITUTE in Birmingham 
in conjunction with the Lancaster Diocese is offer-
ing a distance learning two year course in Theol-
ogy to gain a Certificate in Parish Catechesis. It 
includes three weekends away and a Retreat each 
year.
