STEWARDSHIP CAMPAIGN IN THE PAR-
ISH. For some months our Parish Pastoral Devel-
opment Group has been considering re-introducing 
a Stewardship Campaign in Our Lady's. (We 
dipped out toes into this three years ago!) As it has 
been a success in other parishes the Group decided 
to invite Simon Thorrington and Dympna Magee 
to come and help us inaugurate such a scheme 
here. Both will be talking to us at Mass during the 
next few months, Simon on October 14/15 and 
21/22; Dympna on December 9/10. As an intro-
duction to the scheme Simon writes:- 
“ We are stewards of our gifts. There is so much to 
celebrate about our life together as a worshipping 
Christian community today, and it is a joy to share 
this with so many people in our parish. In a time of 
much change in society and the Church, the use of 
our gifts and talents in pursuing the mission of our 
parish is something to be encouraged greatly. Yet 
do you ever wonder how much more we could do 
with such enormous talent at our disposal? 
    Like most around the country, as a parish com-
munity of the 21st century, we face numerous chal-
lenges in a time of change for the Church. Church 
practise today is vastly different from that of only 
15 years ago. Pope John Paul II in recognising 
this change urged parish and diocesan communi-
ties to be prepared to take risks in spreading the 
Gospel, to “ put out into the deep and go forward 
together in hope.” Yet have we truly heard this 
message and tried to respond?  

   What is it the Lord is asking us today? How are 
we to continue the work He has entrusted to His 
Church at this time? One challenge is to acknowl-
edge God’s gifts to us, and to do so with thanks-
giving and gratitude. A second is to use our unique 
and God-given talents to the full . Whatever God 
has given us is to be shared, equally and fairly, to 
bring others to the love and word of God. 
   It is quite some time since we as a parish looked 
in any depth at our mission, at the breadth of tal-
ent within our community, and how it can be har-
nessed to spread the Gospel. In 1990 our weekly 
Mass attendance was between 600 and 700. Today 
it is between 300 and 400, which impacts in many 
ways. So over the coming weeks and months we 
intend to look more closely at our situation, and 
how we can call upon the gifts of everyone to be 
used in the mission of our parish. We will i nvite 
everyone to consider how the gifts of Time, Talent, 
and Treasure can be used in the best possible 
ways.”
