We would like everybody to think of their personal 
and family commitment to our parish community, 
and how you would like to contribute in different 
ways to a parish vision and mission. We will call 
upon everybody to consider their own gifts and tal-
ents to be used in the parish li fe of the future. We 
will also look at some nuts and bolts issues, li ke 
money and buildings - essential to parish li fe. 
Dympna Magee and Simon Thorrington will be 
joining us between now and the end of the year to 
guide  us through some reflection on how we can 
grow as a vibrant Christian community. Simon will 
talk at Mass by explaining what will happen, and 
then Dympna and the Parish Pastoral Development 
Group will reflect upon our call to discipleship and 
our Christian responsibiliti es as Stewards of Crea-
tion.
