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STEWARDSHIP - AN INITIAL RESPONSE 
 

This response is based on the first 20 question-
naires received by 10th November. This was a dis-
appointing early number but more are still coming 
in. If you haven’t yet completed a form or handed it 
in, please do so during the next few days. The fol-
lowing themes occur strongly from the early ques-
tionnaires. 
1 What are our strengths, or what gives us 

joy in the parish? 
Our parish priest (we can spare his blushes whilst 
he is on holiday). There are many expressions of 
appreciation of his leadership and the support of 
other clergy who are all approachable and friendly. 
The deacons and St Gabriel’s Sisters are included 
in this appreciation. Several comment about the 
close-knot community, the warmth and friendliness 
of parishioners, the good community spirit, and a lot 
of activity. Much appreciation was expressed for all 
the following: the number of well-supported organi-
sations in the parish; the many people who tire-
lessly work in the background; the sense of continu-
ity, tradition and communion; daily celebration of 
Mass; other liturgical celebrations; the lovely 
church; our links with parish schools, the value of 
the youth worker and youth projects; church music, 
the organist, choir and Rejoice Group. Alston val-
ues the good community spirit and a weekly Mass. 
2 What could be don e better or what does 

the parish need to stay active and grow? 
Suggestions to involve the youth more include the 
use of less traditional liturgy, more family Masses, 
getting younger people as readers and involving St 
Cuthbert’s School more often. Several express the 
need to develop greater involvement with the uni-
versity population; generally making the parish 

more welcoming to young adults and children; wel-
coming visitors, making better use of the skills of 
individual parishioners; encourage vocations to the 
priesthood and religious life; improve our evangeli-
cal role; spend more time in adoration of the 
Blessed Sacrament. Alston would like confessions 
to be available more frequently. 
3 What opportunities do you see ahead and 

what new ideas or practical sugg estions? 
More opportunities for social events, to meet and 
chat after Mass (therefore need for a parish hall); 
reintroduce the annual Fayre and have regular 
sponsored events for poorer nations. Other sug-
gestions are - an Alpha course, a mothers’ prayer 
group, house prayer groups and meetings, a new 
hymn book, a parish mission, family fun days with 
Mass; painting the railings at Wetheral wayside 
shrine white instead of black. Alston also sug-
gested a rota of drivers to help relieve the weekly 
journey from Carlisle. 
 
The pastoral Development Group are due to con-
sider these and all the other respon ses in detail . 
They look forward to receiving your completed 
forms this week.
