NOTES 1. We were told we had to adopt a new system of accounting this year with the money we had invested in the 
diocese over many years being consolidated into this one account, hence the large sum credited to us in the last item of 
the income column. A new diocesan levy was also introduced to pay for services the diocese provides to each parish. 
              2. Both Offertory collections and special collections show an increase on the previous year’s figures (by 
roughly £5000 and £1000 respectively). Oddly, in spite of an effort to increase Gift Aid, this has actually gone down by 
£500 compared with last year and this is our third most important source of income.  
              3. The bulk of expenditure on property repairs was on two new heating systems, one for the Rectory and one 
for the sacristy.  
              4. As usual the SVP and our J&P group (who look after CAFOD collections) file separate financial statements.
