Look, if I promise to preach for only three minutes, to use only 
hymns and tunes that are pre 1948, to ban guitars and the 
children’s liturgy, to bring back a full Latin sung Mass, to get 
rid of all second collections, and to wear only Roman-style 
vestments and a biretta, will you come back to church then? 

TODAY is the 55th anniversary of the consecration 
of the church (that’s why the candles are lit on the 
places where the church was ‘anointed’ in 1952, and 
many parishioners remember this occasion). Our 
parish was established with a small church on West 
Walls in 1798; in 1825 a new church was built on 
Chapel St., called St Mary & St Joseph, (now the   
Health and Fitness Centre); and our present church 
of Our Lady & St Joseph was opened in 1893. It was 
customary to consecrate a church only when the 
building debt was paid off, otherwise we didn’t 
really own it. The debt was finally paid off in 1952. 
So even thought the parish is very much older, today 
is the present church’s official 55th birthday.
