MONTH OF THE ROSARY  October is tradition-
ally the month of the Rosary. If you find this a help-
ful devotion, or if you think you might find it help-
ful, perhaps this is a good time to use it.  

It is also a good time to remind ourselves that as well 
as the traditional Joyful, Sorrowful and Glorious 
Mysteries, Pope John Paul II proposed a new addi-
tional set of mysteries called the Mysteries of Light. 
These were promulgated on October 16th 2002 and 
they are as follows: 

1 Jesus is baptized in the Jordan. Mark 1: 9 - 11. 

2 The manifestation of Jesus at the wedding 
feast at Cana. John 2: 1 - 12 

3 Jesus proclaims the Kingdom of God and calls 
us to conversion. Mark 1: 14-15. 

4 The Transfiguration. Mark 9: 2 - 8. 

5 The Last Supper and the Institution of the 
Eucharist. Matthew 26: 26 - 29. 

In his Apostolic Letter on the Rosary, the Holy Fa-
ther also made another suggestion in order to give a 
biblical foundation and greater depth to the myster-
ies of the Rosary. He suggested that: “It is helpful to 
follow the announcement of the mystery with the 
proclamation of a related biblical passage, long or 
short, depending on the circumstances.” 

HOLY HOUR Our Holy Hour 3.30—4.15 this Sun-
day, being the first Sunday of October, the month of 
the Rosary, will reflect on the Scripture passages be-
hind each of the new Mysteries of Light, using the 
references given above.
