NOVEMBER - MONTH OF HOLY SOULS. If you 
want to remember your dead in a special way write their 
names down and leave the note in the Rectory letterbox 
or the sacristy and we’ll place it in the box that is left on 
the altar during the whole of this month. All whose names 
are recorded will be remembered at every Mass during 
November. Next Sunday is Remembrance Sunday and 
after the 10.0 Mass there will be a procession to the par-
ish War Memorial and we will pray for all those who died 
in recent wars, both in this century and the last. Today at 
3.30 we’ll have a special time of prayer for all our family 
members who have died, for past priests and parishioners 
of Our Lady’s, for those who died in the last 12 months 
(their names will be read out), and for those who so often 
die of violence these days. Scripture says It is a holy and 
wholesome thought to pray for the dead and today’s ser-
vice at 3.30 is the perfect opportunity to fulfil our obliga-
tion to pray for those who have gone before us. 
 
NEW WATERTON HALL - PROGRESS REPORT. 
Concrete foundations are pretty well completed for both 
the hall and the flats. Already the walls of the hall are 
rising up and both water and sewage pipes have been laid. 
We have pencilled in the laying of the foundation stone 
for December 8th (appropriately the Feast of Our Lady’s 
Immaculate Conception) after the 12.10 Mass. The devel-
opers are now asking us for detailed instructions regard-
ing the facilities we might need in the new hall, so a small 
committee of suitably qualified people in the parish have 
been asked to give advice to Story’s.

PARISH PASTORAL DEVELOPMENT GROUP is 
also due to meet next Thursday from 7.0 to 9.0 in St 
Gabriel’s. Under the guidance of Fr Verity it is designed 
to help them help their fellow parishioners to be prepared 
for the demands we will face when the Fit for Mission 
preliminary report for our Deanery comes out later this 
month. It is, therefore, an important meeting and we do 
hope that all PPDG members will make every effort to 
attend. 
 
ALSTON. The little ecumenical liaison group which 
oversees the smooth running of the sharing arrangements 
that we have with the local Methodist church is asked to 
stay behind for a quarter of an hour after this Saturday’s 
evening Mass.
