FIT FOR MISSION  
 
We have received from the central diocesan Core Group 
the proposals for our area which we give in summary 
here. This is a discussion document (it is over 100 pages 
long!) which you can download from the diocesan web-
site from Tuesday (www.lancasterrcdiocese.org.uk). To 
summarise, very briefly, what the document contains, 
and especially how it affects our immediate area:- 
(1) Two deaneries, North Cumbria (ours) and West 

Cumbria to be merged. OLSJ to be a ‘lighthouse’ 
parish i.e. a prominent parish in the area where 
deanery activities would be centred - eg training of 
catechists, readers, ministers of the Eucharist etc. 
It would also be a centre for mission, evangelisa-
tion, with facilities for meeting rooms and offices, 
and a contact centre for Catholic organisations. 

(2) Within the next three years Christ the King parish 
and OLSJ to be merged, with Alston being served 
from Penrith. 

(3) St Augustine and Longtown would continue to 
function as at present. 

(4) There would be a new parish in the west of the city 
comprising the present parishes of St Bede, St 
Margaret Mary, and St Edmund. This a gradual 
process over a period of ten years or so. 

(5) For the foreseeable future Warwick Bridge and 
Brampton would continue to be served by the 
Benedictines. 

(6) Penrith to continue as at present with the addition 
of Alston, but Shap chapel would be closed. 

(7) As long as it can be served by a priest Appleby 
and Kirkby Stephen to be retained as they are. 

(8) St Cuthbert’s, Wigton, to be linked with Silloth 
(instead of Maryport as it is now). 

These, of course, are proposals for discussion, but feed-
back to the Core Group has a deadline of the end of Janu-

ary next year. Parish and Deanery Councils will need to 
discuss these things, which are intended to make the 
Church’s mission more effective in our part of the world, 
but at the same time taking into account changing social 
patterns, fewer priests, and smaller Mass attendances. As 
we said last week to remain the same cannot be an option 
for the future. It would appear that in our deanery (with 
the exception of the west of the city) proposed changes 
are not as radical as they have been in other parts of the 
diocese, and for that we should be thankful. At first sight 
one or two suggestions seem to merit much discussion, 
eg the merging of two large deaneries into one - from 
Seascale to Kirkby Stephen! Our own Parish Pastoral 
Development Group meet next on December 4th. This 
will be the sole item on the Agenda.
