FIT FOR MISSION 
The week before last, the Deanery Pastoral Council pro-
duced a response to the proposals that the diocese has put 
forward as a plan for the future rationalisation of the par-
ish structures in our deanery. Our own parish representa-
tives contributed to this excellent document, copies of 
which can be had at the back of church.  
Our own parish were also required to respond to the di-
ocesan plan, and while agreeing on the whole with the 
Deanery response, our Parish Pastoral Development 
Group would like to suggest slight modifications to the 
Deanery Paper which particularly affect Our Lady & St 
Joseph’s. Our chief parish concern was that not sufficient 
thought had been given to the requirement that Canon 
Law allows a priest to celebrate only three Sunday 
Masses (including a Vigil Mass) each weekend. This 
would make it impossible for Our Lady’s to provide 

Masses at Christ the King, St Margaret Mary’s, and two 
at Warwick Square. Our suggestion is that St Margaret 
Mary’s be linked with St Bede’s (which was the original 
diocesan suggestion) and that St Edmund’s be linked with  
Wigton, and not St Bede’s. 
The PPDG would also like to stress that the word 
‘merge’, seems to imply that parishes like Christ the King 
will lose their individual identity as living Faith Commu-
nities and be swallowed up by a larger parish. Being 
‘linked’ with another parish implies that parishioners 
would be more responsible for their own parish day to 
day affairs and that a neighbouring priest and/or deacon 
would be responsible for the Sacramental life of the par-
ish. 
The PPDG also underlined the Deanery’s suggestion that 
the notion of a Lighthouse Parish where deanery activi-
ties were centred needs to be modified. Our Lady’s, for 
example, may historically be  thought of as the mother 
parish of the city, but other parishes could more conven-
iently be the centre of many deanery activities.  
The PPDG supported the rest of the Deanery response, 
especially the diocese’s suggestion that the East and 
North Cumbria Deaneries be merged we consider imprac-
tical because of the great distances that are involved. 
Both papers will be sent to the central Core Group in the 
next few days and we await their reaction.
