PARISH FINANCE. 
At the end of the finan-
cial year our parish 
finance group are pre-
paring the annual re-
turns we have to make 
to the diocese and to 
the Charity Commis-
sioners. It is appropri-
ate at this time to men-
tion Gift Aid once 
again. Do you  donate 

to the parish? Are you a taxpayer? Are you willing 
to give by offertory envelope, cheque, or standing 
order? If you can answer yes to these questions 
please consider donating by Gift Aid. In the last 
budget the Chancellor announced a drop in income 
tax rates from this month which will reduce the 
amount we can claim from the Exchequer from 28p 
to 25p in every £1. This means a fall in parish in-
come. To make up for this deficit an increase in Gift 
Aid promises would be welcome. Financially the 
parish is in a healthy state, but good husbandry 
means we need to keep it at a healthy level. Gift Aid 
is a painless way of doing this. There are simple 
forms available at the back of church for your name 
and address (apparently your post code is one bit of 
essential information required) and your signature.  
While we are at it - a word of thanks for all those 
parishioners who throughout the years have helped 
the parish in this way by using either Gift Aid or the 
old Covenant Scheme.
