John Finlinson does the weekly banking, and we have four teams of Offertory Collection counters who each 
Sunday evening take turns to prepare the money for the bank and record the amount in each planned giving envelope so 
that we can claim tax refunds at the end of the financial year. The parish owes them thanks for the time they voluntarily 
give to keeping our finances in order. Obviously, thanks to you, our parishioners, who give the money in the first place!

· Compared with last year, Offertory collections, Special collections, and Gift Aid are all about £1000 higher. 
· This is the second year of a new diocesan wide system of accounting. All parish assets are consolidated into one 

account and 25% of  the Offertory goes to the diocese to pay for various services provided to the parishes. 
· In future, New Waterton Hall income/expenditure will be separate from the parish account.  
· Other funds not covered in the above balance sheet belong to the SVP and the J&P Group (who look after       

CAFOD collections) and who file their own returns with the parish. 
· Light & Heat are more than £3000 less than last year. New heating systems installed last year are much more effi-

cient than previously and, of course, with the demolition of the Waterton Hall we were spared fuel costs there.
