Moses Revisited

The Sermon 
A little girl became restless as the priest’s sermon dragged on 
and on. Finally, she leaned over to her mother and whispered, 
“Mummy, if we give him some money now will he let us go?” 

THE ORGANIST situation is gradually resolving itself. 
A new arrival from Barrow, Paul Fussell, has recently 
moved with his wife Vicky into the area and he is also 
available to play the organ. He was recently the organist 
with Fr John Watson at St Mary’s, Barrow. Meanwhile, 
today, we welcome Madge Leeming who is playing for 
the first time at the 10.0 Mass. 
 
‘ECHOES’ is a diocesan wide initiative for training peo-
ple to hand on the Faith. There are eleven evenings in the 
short course which initially takes off in Lancaster, Bar-
row, and Garstang this year, and in Blackpool and Car-
lisle next year. There are information flyers and a poster 
at the back of church. The course costs £80 which would 
seem to be a legitimate parish expense if the resulting 
expertise is used to the benefit of the parish. 
 
FIRST HOLY COMMUNIONS. Already we are think-
ing of the children who are due to make their First Holy 
Communion soon after next Easter. It would be a good 
idea as part of their preparation for them  to come to the 
Children’s Liturgy at the 10.0 Mass and to let Fr Turner 
know if parents want them to continue with their First 
Holy Communion preparation. 

TWO PARISH MEETINGS LAST WEEK. The first 
was the New Waterton Hall Management Committee 
which discussed arrangements for the opening of the hall, 
booking conditions, health and safety, and future events 
especially concerning possible parish functions. The sec-
ond meeting was of the Parish Pastoral Development 
Group. This turned out to be a very comprehensive dis-
cussion on the need for a revival of the parish liturgy 
group, the re-launching of the Stewardship Scheme, the 
encouragement of further prayer groups in the parish 
(three were identified - the St Gabriel’s Group, the Lis-
more Street Group, the Carlisle Renewal Group), ecu-
menical relationships, developments in the diocesan ‘Fit 
for Mission’ initiative, and, finally, the need to bring new 
blood into the PPDG. On this last matter it was pointed 
out that four members were due to retire after three years 
service and by constitution need to be replaced. Interested 
parishioners are asked to make themselves known to ei-
ther Deacon John Constable or Fr Turner and if need be 
there will be elections to the PPDG next month.

12 at Cumbria University Campus, Newton Rigg, Fr 
Laurence Freeman OSB. Sept 20 Carmelite Prayer at St 
Bede’s. Sept 27 Carlisle Renewal Day, St Edmund’s. All 
have further details on the notice board. 
 
SOON TO START - the Journey of Faith for those out-
side the Church who want to know more about what the 
Church teaches, perhaps with a view to becoming full 
members of our community. It’s up to YOU to encourage 
and perhaps accompany them to the first couple of meet-
ings, which are informal and friendly with no pressure or 
coercion being brought to bear!
