tinue its work, and indeed to remain in existence, the 
Diocesan Caring Services’ trustees have decided to 
comply with the law. Obviously this is a terrible di-
lemma for Catholic agencies, and, inevitably, the 
decision of our own Caring Services has antagonised 
many people in the diocese, including our own 
Bishop who himself is a trustee of the Caring Ser-
vices, but who found himself outvoted. The purpose 
of this note is merely to inform parishioners that the 
Bishop has written a letter to the trustees explaining 
his position and that of many others in the diocese.
