OUR ANNUAL STATISTICAL 
RETURNS to the Diocese are 
made at this time of the year. Our 
available statistics go back to 1968 
and it is interesting to compare the 
figures for 2008 with some previ-
ous years. For example the number 
of Baptisms is higher than it has 
been for some time, but Marriage 
figures have never been lower ex-
cept for 2003. On the other hand 
Sunday Mass attendance is increas-
ing, probably as the result of the 
additional Mass for the Polish com-
munity which since last October 
takes place weekly instead of just 
monthly. The Sunday Mass atten-
dance figures are the average Mass 
numbers on each of the Sundays in 
October. Last year there was just 
one new adult received into the 
parish community, though this year 
there are three who are hoping to 
be received at Easter. So some 
trends are encouraging. Parents are 
clearly still wanting their children 
to be brought up in the Faith as 
they were themselves and are ask-
ing for Baptism for them. Less en-
couraging is the number of church 
weddings. This, of course, reflects 
a national trend where so many 
young couples opt just to set up 
home together without 
undertaking the solemn commit-
ment of marriage vows.
