LENT IS UPON US and it is Ash Wednesday this week 
with an extra Mass at 7.0pm. Ashes will be distributed at 
both the 12.10 and evening Masses.  

ALSTON will get their 
Ashes  at the Saturday eve-
ning Vigil Mass. The only 
place in the Catholic world 
with an Ash Saturday! That 
is also the day when Alston 
comes under the care of St 
Catherine’s in Penrith. 

Lent, of course, is the time for prayer, good works, and 
self denial. With regard to prayer we have again ordered 
copies of My Day by Day for Lent 2009 (£1 a copy) 
which has readings and devotions for each day of the sea-
son. Regarding good works and self denial there will be 
Lenten Lunches  (soup and cheese roll) after each Friday 
12.10 Mass during Lent when any donation you might 
like to give will be sent to CAFOD. Additionally March 
6th is Lenten Friday Family Fast Day and next week 
members of our Justice & Peace Group will distribute 
envelopes after Mass. 
THE RITE OF ELECTION takes place on Saturday 
this coming week at Lancaster Cathedral. Each year all 
those in the diocese who intend to become part of the 
church are invited to the Cathedral to be greeted by the 
Bishop and to take part in a little, but impressive, cere-
mony as they take their first positive steps to becoming 
part of our community. Three people are going from this 
parish and we ask you to remember them in your prayers 
as they take this important step in their journey of faith. 
A COPTIC MASS next Saturday at 9.30. The Copts are 
Egyptian Catholics who follow their own liturgical rites. 
There is a small community of them in Carlisle and they 
hope to have a monthly Mass in Our Lady’s with a Coptic 
priest, Fr Serafeen, coming from Newcastle to celebrate 
the Mass.   

PASTORAL LETTER today from the Bishop, his last 
one before he retires in May. Fittingly enough the Fit for 
Mission initiative he inaugurated several years ago has 
reached fruition as far as the necessary reorganisation of 
the parishes in the diocese is concerned. The full docu-
ment relating to the details of diocesan-wide parish amal-
gamations is rather long but the section that concerns our 
deanery has been re-produced by Fr Geoffrey Steel of St 
Augustine’s and there are copies of this at the back of 
church. You already know that we are relinquishing the 
care of St Wulstan’s in Alston (this weekend is the last 
time we go there - see overleaf) and when the Benedic-
tine’s leave Warwick Bridge and Brampton in May we 
take on the responsibility of Warwick Bridge. The exer-
cise is intended to make best use of our resources in 
buildings and personnel. Changes are not always pleasant 
but a rationalisation of such resources is sensible and, 
unfortunately, inevitable.
