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Dear Sisters and Brothers in Christ, 
In the last couple of weeks, I’ve been asked, both directly 

& indirectly, why I don’t say the prayer or blessing 
[“Blessed are you, Lord, God of all creation…”] aloud, 
when I’ve received the bread & wine at the altar. So, perhaps 
a word of explanation is in order. 

The first thing is to say that I occasionally do pray them 
aloud, rather than always praying them quietly.  But, the first 
reason why I pray them quietly most of the time is because 
of what it says in the Roman Missal: 

“The priest, standing at the altar, takes the paten [or ci-
borium dish] with the bread &, holding it slightly raised 
above the altar, says quietly :Blessed are you, Lord God of 
all creation…. If  no hymn is sung, the priest may say the 
preceding words in an audible voice; then the people may 
respond: Blessed be God forever.” 

This is exactly what the instructions in the Roman Missal 
say.  I’ve only added the underlining of some key words.  
The instructions for the chalice are exactly the same.  I think 
the overall impression these instructions give is to encourage 
us to pray these prayers quietly more often than not. 

I  also have a second reason for praying them quietly 
most of the time.  Over the years, many people, especially 
perhaps people who look back to the Tridentine Mass with 
fondness, have complained to me about the lack of silence 
during the celebration of Holy Mass as promulgated by Pope 
Paul VI in 1969.  This may, in fact, often be the case.  But, if 
the instructions [or “rubrics”, to give them their correct 
name]  in the Roman Missal were followed, then silence - 
along with words, sacred songs, symbolic gestures & actions 
- would have its rightful place in the celebration of the sa-
cred Liturgy.  I hope this explanation is of some help.
