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Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
Advent is a season of prayerful preparation to celebrate 

the feast of our Saviour’s birth at Christmas.  In general 
today, I would like to encourage you to be renewed in your 
daily commitment to prayer during this holy season of Ad-
vent.  In all the hectic preparations and busyness during 
what other people call “the run-up to Christmas”, don’t let 
it pass you by!  I always say that, in order to celebrate 
Christmas well, we need to keep a good Advent! 

Last week, we handed out small fliers to advertise all 
the “Opportunities for Prayer” which are available in our 
parish during Advent.  Please avail yourselves of as many 
opportunities as possible.  If you didn’t pick up one of the 
fliers last week, there are still some at the back of church. 

One thing I particularly want to stress is the Celebration 
of the Divine Office, otherwise known as the Liturgy of the 
Hours or the Prayer of the Church.  The General Instruction 
on the Divine Office clearly emphasises that the Liturgy of 
the Hours should, whenever possible, be celebrated by peo-
ple and priests together, e.g. “The Liturgy of the Hours …. 
is not a private function, but pertains to the whole body of 
the Church … As far as possible, it should be [celebrated] 
with the people taking part … Whenever possible, the more 
important parts could be celebrated in common at the 
church … If the faithful come together and unite their 
hearts and voices in the Liturgy of the Hours, they manifest 
the Church celebrating the mystery of Christ.” 

Throughout Advent, Evening Prayer or Vespers will be 
celebrated every Sunday afternoon at 3.30 p.m., followed 
by Benediction.  Each day, from Monday to Saturday, 
Morning Prayer is celebrated at 9 a.m.  They could be a 
very enriching part of your Advent prayer.
